Young women CAN and DO get breast cancer.

} In Metro Atlanta alone, almost 500 women under 45 will be diagnosed with breast cancer 

this year. Thousands of young women are living with the disease and surviving long term 

effects of their treatment.  

} One in 20 women with breast cancer is under age 40 when diagnosed. One in 8 women 

diagnosed with breast cancer is younger than 45 when diagnosed.

} Breast cancer accounts for 26% of all cancer in women 15-39 years of age and 39% of all 

cancer in 35- to 39-year-olds.

} Young womenôs breast cancers are generally more aggressive and result in lower 

survival rates.

The Young Survival Coalition (YSC) is the premier international organization dedicated to the 

critical issues unique to young women and breast cancer.   The YSC works with survivors, 

caregivers and the medical, research, advocacy and legislative communities to increase the 

quality and quantity of life for women under 40 diagnosed with breast cancer.

The Young Survival Coalition seeks to change the face of breast cancer by: advocating to 

increase the number of research studies based on young women and breast cancer; educating 

young women about the importance of breast health; and serving as a support network to the 

thousands of young women diagnosed with breast cancer in the U.S. 

YSC Atlanta was formed at the end of 2000 by a 22-year old college student facing a breast 

cancer diagnosis.  We currently serve 11 counties in the metro area. We focus on education 

and outreach opportunities and provide peer-to-peer support for newly diagnosed young 

women. We also hold monthly social events for survivors and volunteer nights for anyone 

interested in getting involved. YSC Atlanta provides educational programs, support and long 

term survivorship planning for a young woman from the moment she is diagnosed throughout 

her life.



Young Survival Coalitionôs Tour de Pink is Atlantaôs newest and most exciting charity bike 

event, modeled after our successful national ride.  Tour de Pink has raised over a million 

dollars for young women affected by breast cancer.  The 2009 ride is more than an event 

with cyclists.  Itôs a chance to honor survivors, raise awareness in the community and 

support important local programs for young women with breast cancer.  

The first ever local Tour de Pink promises something for everyone, from short family 

rides and a survivor loop to cycle routes from 10 to 100 miles.  Following the ride, 

participants and spectators have a chance to mingle and explore our expo area, 

showcasing local services and vendors.
